If flying Air Canada from Vancouver,
you will be met at the airport and transferred to the hotel. If using other airlines,
arrange your own airport limousine shuttle to the hotel at your expense.

Day 3/ Mar 5 - Tokyo

Then walk along Busan's famous Haeundae Beach and get a ride on Haeundae
Coastal Train. End the day with a local Korean dinner. (B /L / D)

Seokguram Grotto and Bulguksa Temple, then enjoy a Ginseng Chicken Soup
lunch. In the afternoon, visit Cheomsongdae Observatory, Daerungwon Tomb
Complex, and Gyeongju National Museum. End with a Buffet Dinner at Ashley

the National Folk Museum and Bukchon Hanok Village. Enjoy The Painters show
