Day 2 - Arrive in Shanghai

Cross the International Date Line and arrive in Shanghai, China’s most
populous city and seaport. Here you will be greeted by your local
guide and transferred to your hotel. Relax and get some rest.

Day 3 - Shanghai

Discover Shanghai's highlights, including the Shanghai Museum,
People's Square, the “Bund”, Yuyuan Bazaar, Nanjing Road
shopping street, Pudong Development Zone, and the Oriental Pearl
TV Tower.

Continue to
Zhujiajiao Water Village before heading to Suzhou, known for its
canals, stone bridges, and pagodas. Stroll along historic Pingjiang
Road, and end the day with a China Welcome Dinner. (B /L /SD)

Day 5 - Suzhou ~ Shanghai / Chongging (By Air)

(Maglev Train Experience)
Explore Lingering Garden (UNESCO World Heritage), then visit the
Silk Factory before returning to Shanghai to ride the Maglev Train to
Pudong Airport for your flight to Yichang (Dinner on Board). Upon
arrival, transfer to the hotel. (B/L/D)

Day 6 - Chongging / Lhasa (By Air)

Flight to Lhasa to begin the adventure in the Tibetan Plateau, see the
spectacular views of 22,000-foot Himalayan peaks.

A scenic drive along the old caravan route passes glacial landscapes
and high mountain passes en route to Gyantse via Yamdroktso Lake.
Visit the famous Pelkor Monastery. (B /L /D)

Day 9 - Xigaze ~ Lhasa

The highlight of your full day in Xigaze is a visit to Tashilhunpo
Monastery, former seat of the Panchen Lama and one of Tibet’s most
exquisite. Its walls are covered with murals, and its centerpiece is an
86-foot bronze Buddha containing over 600 pounds of gold.
(B/L/D)

Day 10 - Lhasa / Chongqing (By Air)

Take a morning flight to Chongqing for a city tour, including a visit to
the Chonggqging Zoo to see Pandas and the Huguang Guild Hall.
Indulge in a special Sichuan-style lunch. Enjoy a free afternoon or an
optional tour to enjoy the fantastic Chongging by Night with Hot Pot
Dinner. (US$50.00 per person, pay locally). (B/L)

After breakfast, drive to Dazu County (2 hrs) to visit the UNESCO-
listed Baodingshan Rock Carvings, renowned for their scale, detail,
and artistry. Return to Chongging to see the Liziba Monorail passing
through a building. Continue to Shibati (Eighteen Steps), a restored
traditional neighborhood. Enjoy tea tasting with a cultural
performance, including the famous Face-Changing Show. (B/L/D)

Day 12 - Chongqing / Xi’an (By Air)

Take a morning flight to Xi’an. After lunch, visit Xi’an City Wall, which
represents one of the oldest, largest and best-preserved Chinese city
walls. Then, tour Shuyuanmen, which is a well-known cultural and
historical block that blends traditional Chinese culture with artistic
charm. Enjoy a Western Dinner. (B /L /WD)

Day 13 - Xi’an

Visit the Terra-cotta Warriors and Horses Reproduction Factory.
Enjoy a noodle-making show and a Handmade Noodle lunch. At
night, experience a Dumplings Making Lesson and a Xi’an Special
Dumpling Banquet alongside the Tang Dynasty Show. (B /L /SD)

Day 14 - Xi’an

Visit the historic Little Goose Pagoda and Big Goose Pagoda Square,
Xi'an Museum, Mosque and Muslin Quarter Street, a famous food
street where you can try all kinds of local food. Dinner on your own.
(B/L)

Day 15 - Xi’an / Beijing (By High-Speed Train)

This morning, experience the China High Speed Train from Xi’an to
Beijing, lunch on your own in the train. Explore Beijing's traditional
Hutong neighborhoods by Rickshaw and enjoy a captivating Beijing
Acrobatic Show in the evening. (B/D)

From 00:00 on February 17, 2026 to 24:00 on December 31, 2026 (Beijing Time), citizens of Canada holding ordinary
passports may enter China visa-free and stay for up to 30 days for business, tourism, family/friends visit and transit
purposes. (Individuals who do not meet the visa-free requirements are still required to obtain a visa prior to entering China.)
