Day 9 - Kyoto
This morning, explore the serene Arashiyama Bamboo Grove and
walk across the picturesque Togetsu Bridge. Next, visit the stunning
Kinkakuji Temple (Golden Pavilion).

Day 10 - Kyoto ~ Nara ~ Kobe
After breakfast, head to Nara to explore Nara Deer Park and stroll
through the charming Naramachi area.
